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South East of England, we celebrate a little
differently.The local Bonfire Societies from
every town in Sussex hold large parades
through the streets. They carry flaming
torches, let off firecrackers and play the
drums as they march.

Throughout Sussex in the mid 18th century,
Bonfire Societies used Guy Fawkes Night as a
chance to protest against inequalities and
authority. People lit torches as a form of
protest.Today, modern Bonfire Societies wear
striped jumpers and are called ‘Bonfire Boys’.
These clothes reference the street gangs
from long ago, formed by young groups of
men from disenfranchised, working class
backgrounds.There’s a motto spoken within
the Sussex Bonfire Societies; “We wunt be
druv” meaning “we will not be driven”. This
motto explains that the people of Sussex will
not be forced against their will or told what to
do.
