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Rainy Days

Rainy season is here. This year is the first time | really
noticed a difference when rainy season started. | actually really
like the rain but | hate humidity! In Scotland even though we
have no rainy season, it rains a lot. So, we have a lot of
different words to describe the rain. Today | want to introduce
some English and Scottish rain vocabulary.

Drizzle - is a very light rain. You probably don’t need to use
an umbrella and there won'’t be puddles.

Shower - can be light or heavy but it doesn't last for a long
time, only around 5 or 10 minutes, like a real shower.

Pouring - is heavy rain. The meaning of the word comes
from [to pour] so it’s rain that looks like someone is pouring
water out of a cup for example.

Lashing - is very heavy rain that usually also comes with
strong winds. The meaning comes from [to lash], like a whip,
SO you can imagine how bad this rain it.

Torrential - is the heaviest kind of rain which can cause
flooding. Although people often exaggerate and call normal
rain “torrential”.

Dreich - is a Scottish word used for rain which is all day
long, which turns the sky grey and dark. The English word for
this is “dreary’.

Droochit - is a Scottish word meaning soaking wet.

This can be used to describe outdoors, objects or even
people. For example, if the rain is “torrential” and you forget
your umbrella you will be “droochit”.

A friend also taught me an interesting Thai phrase for rain
which is for a very short time, but very heavy (what we would
call a shower in English). The phrase is #ulats which means rain
which makes Elephants go away.
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
